· words that were identified by assumption as sound-alike, are given between the slash symbols;
· some comments regarding the sound environment and the quality of recording, including SS – speaking simultaneously, are given in parentheses;

· positively identified persons with male voices are referred to as M and M1;

· unidentified person with a male voice is referred to as X

· unidentified person with a female voice is referred to as Y

The time frame and duration of the recording are given before the text.

IV. Examination of the recording for the signs of editing (performed by expert Eralieva, G.Zh.)

To address a question raised before the experts: Whether the recording No.1 (disk No.1) starting from the words “Can I see your passport!” and ending with “…come this way please!” has any signs of editing or alterations made in the process of recording or after it? trace examination, audio examination, and electro-acoustic examination were performed.

Trace examination is intended for detecting the traces of mechanical editing of the recording. The audio analysis is used to search for the clicks that are generated when audio equipment is turned on/off, breaks in the recording, and changing characteristics of background noises. Electro-acoustical analysis is used to search for start/stop impulses on the recording when the equipment is turned on/off, and for the traces of technical signals characterizing operation of the audio recording equipment, in particular, cyclic motion of the mechanisms and functioning of the system.

CONCLUSIONS

1.  Detailed contents of the examined recording No. 1 (disk No.1) starting with the words: “Can I see your passport!” and ending with the words “… come this way please” are presented in section III of the investigative part of this Report.
2.  It is impossible to determine if there are signs of electro-acoustic editing of the examined recording No. 1 (disk No.1) starting with the words: “Can I see your passport!” and ending with the words “… come this way please,” because the examined recording is a copy of the original recording. When copying is performed from one recording device to another recording device, the signs of editing are significantly reduced, and it becomes impossible to determine whether editing was performed on the original source recordings.
3.  Voice and phrases of the identified person M on the examined recording No. 1 (disk No.1) starting with the words: “Can I see your passport!” and ending with the words “… come this way please” belong to Kerimbekov, H.S., whose voice and speech samples are presented on tape No. 2 (side A).

4.  Voice and phrases of the identified person M1 on the examined recording No. 1 (disk No.1) starting with the words: “Can I see your passport!” and ending with the words “… come this way please” belong to Skormin, V.A., whose voice and speech samples are presented on tape No. 1 (side A).
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
